I am delighted to learn that the General Economics Division (GED) of Bangladesh Planning Commission is publishing the revised mapping document
titled “Revised Mapping of Ministries/Divisions and Custodian/Partner Agencies for SDGs Implementation in Bangladesh™. The previous mapping
document published in 2016 required revisiting on an urgent basis as several ministries have recently undergone changes in terms of creation of new
divisions in some ministries with new roles and responsibilities that were assigned in the government system. To ensure that ministries/divisions can
play their constructive and meaningful roles in achieving the SDGs, the revised mapping document reassigned their role for better coordination to
facilitate the implementation of SDGs. The current mapping document is unique because it brings together the custodian and partner agencies so that
the ministries/divisions can deliver their assigned tasks in a harmonized way. Besides, this is worth mentioning that the revised mapping document
includes the updated list of SDG indicators. The global indicator framework for SDGs is refined annually. The latest global indicator framework

includes 231 unique indicators which have been reflected in the revised mapping document.

SDGs are comprehensive and interconnected and thus call for a holistic approach in their implementation. Under the prudent leadership of the
Honorable Prime Minister and her strong commitment, the Government of Bangladesh has played an important role in shaping the Sustainable
Development Goals. The Government integrated SDGs in the 7th Five Year Plan and ongoing 8th Five Year Plan. Nonetheless, one of the many
challenges faced by the Government of Bangladesh while implementing the SDGs is ensuring appropriate coordination across ministries and other

We understand that considerable expertise and coordination across ministries/divisions and custodian/partner agencies are required to generate and
compile national statistics and metadata for the SDG indicators. —To meet the internationally agreed data generation standard, custodian/partner
agencies should communicate with national statistical systems to generate required metadata for monitoring the progress of SDGs implementation
at the national level. Hence, the revised mapping document addresses how ministries/divisions and custodian/partner agencies can coordinate in
mining fast-track data for SDGs. Given that there is a growing need to increase the effectiveness and efficiency of action needed to achieve all SDGs
by the year 2030, [ hope that this revised mapping document will help to accelerate the SDGs implementation in Bangladesh. I believe, successful

attainment of SDGs and accompanying targets will pave the startling way for ‘Branding Bangladesh’ best internationally.

I take this opportunity to thank the GED officials for extending their efforts in revisiting the mapping exercise. The technical and financial support
provided by the SC4SDG project of UNDP Bangladesh and UNEP-PEA4SDGs also deserves special thanks.

The Preparation Process and the Acknowledgements

The first mapping handbook “Mapping of Ministries by Targets in the implementation of SDGs aligning with 7th Five Year Plan (2016-20)” was first
published in September 2016. This document has been revised mainly for four reasons- 1. Global Indicator Framework has been revisited drastically
by the UNSD; 2. A number of ministries have been divided into several divisions; 3. Goal-wise coordinating ministry/division has been assigned by
the PMO; 4. this mapping is also warranted to be synced with the custodianship of the international agencies as they can provide us with expertise
from around the globe in debunking metadata and generation of new data.

The revised mapping template includes custodian/partner agencies and data sources by global SDG indicators along with the lead, co-lead, and
associate ministries/divisions, which were absent in the first mapping document. This revised Mapping document has determined the responsibilities
of Ministries/Divisions/custodian/Partner Agencies by SDG goals, targets, and indicators in one single document for achieving the SDGs targets
successfully. The data sources of each indicator has also been incorporated in this document to make it more user friendly. In this endeavor, GED drove
the whole process to collect the experience, organized a series of consultation workshops with all the Ministries/Divisions and Partner/Custodian
Agencies to incorporate their feedback. The first consultation workshop was organized with Custodian Agencies on November 19-21, 2019 followed
by an Inter-ministerial Consultation Workshop on November 26-28, 2019. The next consultation workshop was held with the SDG Focal Points of
58 Ministries/Divisions on 14 March 2021. The last consultation workshop was held on 22 September 2021 with the Government representatives
from multiple agencies such as BBS, as well as from various UN agencies such as UNRCO, ILO, UNAIDS, WFP, WHO, UNDP, and others. After
receiving all the comments/suggestions from all the stakeholders, GED finalized the document and placed it before the SDG Implementation and
Review Committee Meeting held on 06 October 2021. The Committee approved the document along with the directive to provide further feedback,
if any, from the ministries/divisions to GED by 13 October 2021. Upon this, the document was thoroughly edited.

The inputs from Ministries/Divisions and Custodian/partner Agencies have been compiled and analyzed to prepare the revised Handbook by an
expert team of GED led by Mr. Md. Mahbubul Hoque Patwary, Joint Chief. Other members of the team were Ms. Munira Begum, Joint Chief; Mr.
Md. Mahbubul Alam Siddiquee, Deputy Chief, Mr. Mohammad Fahim Afsan Chowdhury, Senior Assistant Chief; Mr. Nepoleon Dewan, Senior

Glossary
Coordinating Ministry/Division:

With the aim to implement the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) in synergized and coordinated way, the Prime Minister’s Office (PMO)
assigned Goal-wise Coordinating Ministry/Division on 30 September 2019. The roles of the Coordinating Ministry/Division are: (a) to coordinate
the goal-wise implementation as directed by the SDGs Implementation and Review Committee, (b) To organize bi-annual workshops by involving
other (Lead, Co-Lead, Associate) Ministry/Division, development partners, NGOs, CSOs and relevant stakeholders for reviewing goal-wise progress
and attainment, and (c) To identify goal-wise implementation challenges, figure out possible way outs for overcoming the challenges, promote
innovation, and adopt and replicate best practices

Lead Ministry/Division:

The Lead Ministry/Division is supposed to translate the respective targets/indicators into actionable programmes/projects/activities. Lead Ministry/
Division needs to include Co-lead and Associate Ministry/Division in policy formulation and implementation to achieve their respective targets/
indicators. The Lead Ministry/Division must communicate with the Co-lead and Associate Ministry/Division to determine the responsibilities of
ministries/divisions according to their respective SDG targets and indicators.

Co-lead Ministry/Division:

Co-lead Ministry/Division will assess the alignment of the undertaken projects/activities with ministries’ structures and examine how well the
programmes can be implemented to achieve their respective targets/indicators. Co-lead Ministry/Division can also help ensure agenda-setting that
may lead to an agreed and realistic approach towards achieving their respective targets/indicators. Co-lead Ministry/Division will support the Lead
Ministry/Division to ensure robust mechanisms to successfully implement SDGs in Bangladesh.

Associate Ministry/Division:

Associate Ministry/Division with the relevant expertise can also share their experiences and essential information to identify appropriate programmes/
projects/activities in order to achieve SDG targets/indicators.

Data Sources:

The primary responsibility of the Data Source is to provide timely and credible data to the Bangladesh Bureau of Statistics (BBS). The Data Source
is also required to provide data to the SDG Tracker. In addition, the Data Sources need to ensure the availability of quality data and coordinate among
Lead, Co-lead, and Associate Ministries/Divisions and Custodian Agencies to fast-track data generation for SDGs.



Custodian Agency and Partner Agency:

Custodian/Partner agencies are United Nations bodies (and in some cases, other international organizations) responsible for debunking metadata for
national governments, compiling, verifying and reporting data for global indicators (by regional and global aggregates). Custodian/Partner agencies
are also responsible for strengthening national statistical capacity (data generation, monitoring and reporting capacity). All the assigned Data Sources
must coordinate with the designated Custodian/Partner agencies to have clear understanding on metadata under existing mandates.

N.B. The responsibilities of custodianship of the non-resident Custodian/Partner agencies have been assigned among the resident Custodian/Partner
agencies (within the parenthesis in the Revised Mapping Document under Custodian and Partner Agency column). These locally assigned Custodian/
Partner agencies are mainly responsible for providing expertise and technical support to the ministries/divisions/agencies.
